All members are welcome to attend the Selection meeting at The Old Fighting Cocks, Oakengates on Tuesday 10th February 2026, at 8.00 pm.
But if you are unable to attend you can still vote for your choice of pubs for inclusion in the guide using the Email / Postal Voting Form.  Detailed instructions for filling in the form are also included; you can only vote for the nominated pubs on the list, and you must have visited the pubs in the last 12 months.
You will also find forms for Branch Pub of the Year (POTY), Branch Club of the Year (COTY) and Branch Brewery of the Year (BOTY) on which you can vote for your favourite nominated pubs and clubs in the branch area. 
For Pub of the Year the eligible pubs have been split into two bands: Telford & East Shropshire branch & Bridgnorth sub-branch. You can vote for up to TWO pubs in each band - please place them in order 1st and 2nd.

Notes for the Voting Form

You will find enclosed with this sheet a voting form. If you have a joint membership and only one voting form is included, then please feel free to copy the one you have.

Please enter your name and membership number, without both the form will be disregarded.
The first section is where you can record your Pub of the Year (POTY) votes. Please vote for up to TWO pubs in each list placing them in order 1st and 2nd
The second section deals with Club of the Year (COTY). Like previous years there is no list of clubs, so what we are asking you to do is to vote for up to three clubs within our branch area that have a good commitment to real ale and CAMRA’s general policies. Place them in 1/2/3 order on the form. 
The third section deals with Brewery of the Year (BOTY). We have listed the real ale breweries in our branch area, and we would like you to vote for up to three breweries, placing them in 1/2/3 order on the form. If you are aware of another real ale brewery currently trading not listed in the branch area, please feel free add it.

voting for POTY, COTY & BOTY is by email or postal voting only


There is no voting for this at the February Selection Evening 

The last section can be used to select which of the shortlisted pubs on the enclosed nomination list you would like to see included by the branch in the 2027 Good Beer Guide. If you intend coming to the selection night you can vote on the night and do not have to complete the GBG Selection part of the form.

To show which pubs you wish to select please enter in the boxes the number shown against each of the pubs chosen. Each member is allowed to up to 25 votes, but since some of the entries on this list may become ineligible by the Selection Night (due to lack of visits, surveyors, or beer quality) you can enter up to 30 pubs on the form. If you do so, when the final list is known only your first 25 entries that qualify for selection will be counted. Therefore, it is important that when recording your choices, you place them in your preferred order starting at the top left box and continuing across the form so that the top line of boxes contain your selection 1 to 10, use the second line of boxes to record entries 11 to 20 and the third line for entries 21 to 30.

You should only vote for pubs on the list that you have visited in the last year.
Please do not vote for a pub because of its past reputation

Pub of the Year Selection Process

Objectives

1) To select the Overall Pub of the Year

2) To select the Pub of the Year for the branch and sub-branches to be entered into the Area round of the National Pub of the Year competition

3) To award the Rural and Urban Pubs of Year

Eligibility of Pubs

To be eligible for the awards the pub must have made the most recent final Good Beer Guide selection night voting form and excluding current beer quality score criteria would still be on the list e.g. No change of landlord or removal of all real ale.

Process

1) The eligible pubs will be divided by which branch or sub-branch they are classified under for What-Pub / Pubzilla purposes into separate lists

2) These lists will be sent out together with voting forms that shows when votes should be returned by

3) Upon the close of voting the top two entries as derived from the scores amassed (based on the voting system as outlined below) from each list will go into a final round of judging by appointed judges (ideally from other branches) using the National Pub of the Year judging criteria and score sheets, in the event of two or more pubs having the same score then they shall be ranked according to the pubs average beer quality score as of the deadline for voting

4) When the judges have returned their scores, the branch competition co-ordinator will combine the scores from each judge and from those declare the winners in each award as follows:

a. Overall Pub of the Year shall be the pub that comes top

b. The pub that is Overall winner shall also be the winner for the branch or sub-branch that it falls under and for the others it will be their highest scoring pub that will be their branch or sub-branch winner

c. The urban and rural awards shall be awarded to the highest scoring pub in each category that has NOT been given an award under 4b, if there is no pub in the final six that qualifies for either the rural or urban award then it will be awarded to pub in the required category with the best weighted score from the group stage.

Voting

1) Only current CAMRA members of the branch and sub-branches may vote

2) Each member can vote for up to TWO pubs in each list placing them in order 1st and 2nd 
3) Scores shall be awarded as follows

a. Where Two pubs are given 1st = 4, 2nd = 2

b. Where only one pub is given 1st = 3

None of the above shall have any effect on the selection of the Club of the Year competition
